A 45 mile hiking trail beginning at the Connecticut River, \V4
and ending at the top of Mt. Monadnock.
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History of the Wantastiquet-Monadnock Trail

In the early 1990’s the vision for a hiking trail from Mt. Wantastiquet on the Connecticut
River to Mt. Monadnock evolved simultaneously with members of the Chesterfield
Conservation Commission and the Friends of Pisgah Park. The idea for the western
section was to combine a wildlife corridor and a hiking trail starting from Brattleboro,
over Mt. Wantastiquet, and then to Pisgah Park along the ridge line between Chesterfield
and Hinsdale. With the help of several individuals, local groups and land conservation
activities, this section was completed in 2009. The eastern section between Pisgah and
Monadnock took longer because of several trail possibilities. We finally settled on going
through the Horatio Colony Preserve on West Hill in Keene. Using the bike path and then
the rail line to meet the Metacomet-Monadnock Trail in Troy center. This we would
follow to the top of Monadnock. This took until 2012 and, as with the western section,
was the result of the combined hard work of many individuals and groups.

Linking the two sections and doing all the required trail building and signage took several
more years. In 2018, we did a formal opening of the entire 47.5 mile trail and invited
people to hike the entire trail in a series of nine section hikes.

Through the years the name and members of a group of organizations involved with
creating and managing the trail has changed many times. It has now evolved into the
Wantastiquet-Monadnock Trail Coalition with members listed on the last page. We are
dedicated to maintaining this trail so it can remain a wonderful treasure for the entire
Monadnock region.

Dort Shelter
Heading west, at mile marker 8.6 take a left on the Shelter Spur Trail and follow the signs about 1/4 mile

downbhill.
Heading east, bear right on the Hubbard Hill Trail, go left to the view site and follow the sign to the left going

downhill from the viewsite.
Fires allowed in fire pit.

Draper Tent Site
Heading west, look for a sign on the right about 3/4 mile past the Beals Trailhead. If you pass a cemetery on the

left you have gone too far!
Heading east, look for the cemetery on your right near the end of a long mostly uphill and then look for the tent

sign on your left.
No fires.

Troy Tent Site
See map below. Please be respectful of homeowner's wishes:

¢ 1 night stay per group 2 nights with permission from land owner.

e Dogs should be leashed at all times.

Carry in carry out site, try and leave the site cleaner than you found it.

Facilities are of mouldering privey design. Follow instructions under roof lid.
Fires allowed within designated fire ring(s). Do not move rings. (Noted on signs)
e 3 separate sites. Sites 1 and 2 have platforms

e Year-round natural water source (Thayer brook) at site 1
